This DREF Bulletin is being issued based on the siation described below reflecting the information
available at this time.

National context: Tunisia

Since 24 April, torrential rains have affected nuous governorates in southern Tunisia. In someeglaain water
reached 117 mm. According to the Tunisian Nationstitute of Meteorology, the south-west of Tuniggistered
record levels of rainfall in the governorates ofz&or and Gafsa. The precise localities were: Ddgié€ozeur
airport, Hézoua, El Hamma, Nefta in Tozeur govestwrand Metlaoui, Redayef, Mdhila, Menzel Bouzayene
Zannouche, Essned, Menzel Lahbib, Belkhil in Gajseernorate. Registered rainfall for April this yeés twelve
times greater than usually recorded in April.

Following the heavy rains, three hundred families h

of its water purification centres.

The Tunisian army, the Civilian Protection and fhenisian Red Crescent have been present since éhe v
beginning, delivering emergency assistance to ffectad population. Families have been evacuatedl the
Tunisian Red Crescent complemented this by progidaiief food and clothes distribution to the maffiected
victims.

Red Cross and Red Crescent action

The regional branch of the Tunisian Red Crescentadmeur immediately deployed a local interventi@anh
composed of 30 volunteers to the site to assistligester victims, supporting the local authoritieproviding first
aid and psychological support to affected families.
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The Secretary General of Tunisian Red Crescentquaskly informed by the branch of the immediate dseand
relief items required. Tunisian Red Crescent vadard in Tunis were mobilized to prepare the ne@deas. On 27
April, two trucks were sent to Hfor El Tine with engency items from the Tunisian Red Crescent’s stwok:
- 100 blankets

2 tonnes of food (flour and cereals)

5 bags of shoes

5 small bags of clothes

2 big bags of clothes

Local branch volunteers have ensured the distohutf these items, plus large quantities of locatigbilized
donations, went smoothly. Thanks to the annuaind klonation by the Finnish Red Cross, clothescattal given
to the most affected families immediately.

Current situation

With houses flooded, the inhabitants have lost mbsheir belonging as well as their food stockstimesses and
blankets. The rains have stopped but the aleriraged. Families are gradually going back to theimhs to clean,
dry and assess their own particular situation.

A final assessment made by the local branch offtir@sian Red Crescent, in close cooperation wighTthnisian
National Fund for Solidarity, has established adisbeneficiaries and this is the basis for thehfer assistance that
will be provided.

Three hundred families are still in urgent need of:
- blankets
mattresses
kitchen utensils and tools
food parcels (cereals, sugar, salt, milk, cannsl/reat/tomatoes and oil). One food parcel cowsos t
weeks worth of daily meals for a family. Families @onsidered to consist of five or six members.

Some of the needs have already been covered thagiksvernment donations and spontaneous assistameghe
local population and business communities.

Following the first survey, the Red Crescent Idmanch acknowledged the insufficient number of reattes and
the blankets in the governorate of Tozeur. Procargmof additional relief items will be made fromigtgboring
governorates and transported to the concernedtiesalThe disaster management officer of Tunifad Crescent
is closely following the operation and will be deptd to Tozeur to assist the local branch proceliefritems and
assist in organizing the distribution, monitoringlaghe reporting of these items.

The Tunisian Red Crescent has requested finanssétance from the Federation to carry out this dnitarian
assistance and to contribute to the local effartespond to the disaster. The attached budgebdeas established
in close cooperation with the Tunisian Red Crestestdquarters, the local branch of the Red Crescefhbzeur
and the Federation’s regional office for North &&iin Tunis.
