Rift regions. The rains have affected

hundreds of households now forced to seek temporary shelter in market centres, while some
have been integrated in the community living in safer areas. An assessment carried out by
KRCS indicates that more than 700 households have been affected by floods in Kwanza,
North Rift Region alone.

The KRCS is currently conducting assessments in the affected areas to ascertain the extent of
damage caused by flooded water. The findings will enable the National Society to determine
the actual needs of the affected families and help in defining the level of response actions
focusing on the provision of food and non-food items (NFI), search and rescue services, health
education, water and sanitation services.

The El Nino period is usually followed by a La Nina, thus Kenya is experiencing a La Nina
based on cooling of the sea surface temperatures in the central Pacific Ocean. A La Nina is
associated with drier-than-normal conditions especially during October to December rainy
period in eastern parts of East Africa, and with wetter-than-normal conditions in the western
and northern sectors.

The situation

According to FEWS NET a La Nifia event has been declared based on the cooling of sea
surface temperatures in the central Pacific Ocean. Currently the country is experiencing normal
rainfall in parts of Lower Eastern, and West Kenya regions. Parts of Pokot, Turkana, Subukia,
Trans Nzoia districts are experiencing above normal rainfall as a result of the La Nina.

La Nifia events can also led to poor rains between March and May in the eastern part of the
region. The areas at risk are those depending on the short rains for crop and pasture
productions, thus mainly the northeast pastoral and south-eastern marginal agricultural areas of
Kenya. In pastoral areas, below-average rains could lead to rapid depletion of resources,
livestock clustering in permanent water points, limited dry-season grazing areas, reduced
livestock productivity and value, thereby gradually reversing substantial food security gains.

In agricultural areas poor rains between October and December would negatively affect
agricultural labour opportunities, food availability and prices. The impacts of a La Nifia event in
the northern and western sector of the region are likely to be less severe. Above average rains
could improve crop and livestock conditions, although they could also increase the risks of
flooding, soil erosion, and seasonal disease prevalence.

Although the La Nifia event is considered to be moderate at this time, the severity of the event
will depend on the response of sea surface temperatures in the Indian Ocean. If the warming
trend in Indian Ocean SSTs continues it will moderate the precipitation impacts of the La Nifia in
East Africa, whereas cooling temperatures could exacerbate the trends described above.

In the northern and western sector of the region La Nifia conditions are expected to cause
above-normal rainfall during the August to September season. Rains may also extend to
December 2010 but with an increased risk of flooding in flood-prone areas.

Coast Region

This region was highly affected by the floods and therefore there were several evacuation
camps. However, the relocated families have since gone back to their homes. Tana River
District which had about 13 evacuation camps remains with only Baomo camp with 35 families,
still getting food from their own farms whilst rebuilding their homes.

South Rift

On 2 September 2010, the district officer of Rongai District accompanied the KRCS team during
a floods rapid assessment to Sian Marco-Rigogo village in Summek location. The residents
have settled along a surface rain water corridor with the flood waters coming from the Mau
escarpment in Elburgon Division of Njoro District. The flood waters drain into Rongai River,
which feeds into Molo River downstream. It is feared that flood prone areas in Mogotio along
Molo River plains further downstream are also at risk unless coping strategies are put in place.

Floods were also reported on 3 September 2010 at Olkalau in Subukia where 38 households
together with the internally displaced persons (IDPs) living in the area have been displaced by
the floods. The affected people have been advised to move to higher ground as the waters
levels keep rising. At least eight houses were completely destroyed by the raging waters. The
flood waters also submerged the pit latrines making the community vulnerable to water-borne
diseases threats.

Since the community relies on agriculture the floods have greatly affected them since half of the
planted beans, which were beginning to sprout, were submerged. The KRCS personnel have
been carrying out an assessment of the situation in the area. There are fears of an outbreak of
water-borne diseases due to lack of clean drinking water.



In Kokwo Island within Lake Baringo, a rapid assessment was carried out after hailstorms hit the
area. At least 11 rooftops were blown off and 11 grass-thatched houses destroyed, two
classrooms and two toilets collapsed in Kokwo Primary School. Some 22 households in the
area were affected.

In Sandai and Mbechot locations, 26 kilometres north east of Marigat town, 23 households with
a population of 142 people were displaced by floods, a number of farms destroyed; some
livestock (chicken, goats and sheep) were swept away following heavy rains that started on 30
August 2010.

North Rift

The amount of rainfall received throughout August significantly increased at the beginning of
September. Reports from the KRCS Trans Nzoia Branch on flooding at Namanjalala area in
Kwanza District prompted a rapid assessment of the situation. KRCS carried out the
assessment on 3 September 2010 and included Kabomoi, Namanjalala, Zea and Soy Mining
areas.

On 3 September 2010, one death was confirmed in Saboti, Kwanza District as a result of
drowning in flood waters, whilst 100 families were reported to be affected. The KRCS together
with the local administration are monitoring Kabomoi, Soy mining, Mifungu B, Ndalala and
Karongo areas to avert any incidences.

Approximately 100 households bordering Sabwani River have been evacuated to higher
grounds. Public health officials from the Ministry of Public Health and Sanitation are on the
ground and advising on health matters. In Amuka, about 50 households were moved to higher
grounds and some people accommodated by neighbours on 4 September 2010. The KRCS
officials are monitoring the area so as to mitigate the risks in the event of further flooding.

Coordination and partnerships

The KRCS maintains strong collaboration and networking with donors, government line
ministries, district steering groups and other stakeholders in carrying out interventions. The
KRCS staff members and volunteers are working closely with the government’s line ministries
and other stakeholders to carry out assessments in order to establish the extent of damage and
the number of people affected by the floods. The National Society is also working in
collaboration with the Ministry of Public Health and Sanitation, and Ministry of State for Special
Programmes in responding to the needs of the displaced families. Through the Emergency
Operations Centre, KRCS will continue to closely monitor the flood prone areas by engaging
other partners such as the National Disaster Operations Centre, and the District and Provincial
Administration personnel in the country.

Red Cross and Red Crescent action

The IFRC has already provided funding support in the form of DREF, which the National Society
is utilizing through the procurement and distribution of relief items. KRCS will continue providing
relief assistance to the families that may be affected by the current and predicted floods during
the La Nina period. As predicted, some areas may be food insecure and KRCS will provide food
in addition to NFIs, water treatment chemicals, hygiene promotion and sensitization on
sanitation.



Progress towards objectives

Search and Rescue

Objective: To undertake search and rescue operations in flood-affected areas.

Progress: KRCS has been monitoring the regions already affected by the floods and those at
risk of flooding as a result of the La Nina. People living along the Sabwani River in the North Rift
region and in Namajalala have been evacuated to safer, higher ground and provided with relief

assistance.

On 6 September 2010, the KRCS carried out a second assessment of the floods situation in
Kwanza District and established the following:

Following the assessment, KRCS confirmed that more than 4,000 people have been affected by

floods in Kwanza District.

Objective: To contribute to reduction of excess morbidity and mortality caused by floods and
landslides by providing preventive public health community care and basic clinical services to
populations affected and displaced by floods.

Support MoH in meeting basic health care needs of the flood
affected population through basic clinical services and preventive
care including antenatal care, postnatal care, safe delivery
especially for risk pregnancies and provide reproductive health
education.

Provide basic medical supplies (Inter agency Emergency Health Kit
(IEHKS), targeting existing hospitals and clinics without supplies.
Procure and avail cholera kits (volunteer and medical modules) for
epidemic preparedness.

Conduct a stakeholder mapping to determine the presence of other
actors and their contribution to the health sector to avoid duplication
of activities and enhance coordination.

Continuous monitoring, evaluation and development of operational
updates.

Progress: The KRCS is working together with the Ministry of Public Health and Sanitation
officials to curb the spread water-borne diseases such as cholera by conducting health
campaigns. The volunteers are conducting social mobilisation to ensure communities practice
safe hygiene.

Water, sanitation, and hygiene promotion

Objective: To provide sustained access to safe water and adequate sanitation facilities and
hygiene promotion for the flood affected population

Progress: The KRCS also collaborates with the Ministry of Public Health and Sanitation officials
in providing PHAST training in the floods affected areas. This is to prevent communicable
diseases affecting people especially in areas where sanitation facilities were destroyed or where
there is insufficient water.

In the flooded areas, sanitation facilities have been submerged. Therefore, water points close to
the river have been contaminated. In response, KRCS volunteers are assisting the communities
with water treatment and safe storage. In addition, the communities are being sensitised on
proper use of the available sanitation facilities.

Logistics

Objective: Offer logistical support in terms of primary and secondary transportation of food and
non-food relief, as well as stock relief items in warehouses in the field for easy access by
beneficiaries at all times.

Progress: The KRCS logistics team supported by the IFRC East Africa Regional
Representation Office has been assisting with the coordination and management of the
distribution process and points. The team is working with volunteers particularly at distribution
points, where the volunteers are key in beneficiary verification.

Communication and Advocacy

The KRCS public relations department has been providing updates to media stations to ensure
accurate information is being transmitted. The National Society is working together with the
Government to address the plight of the people affected by floods.
