Programme purpose:  The International Federation country office launched the 2008-2009 programme 
plans at the beginning of this year, with the aim of helping the Sri Lanka Red Cross Society (SLRCS) move 
from tsunami-based activities to longer-term programmes (which include disaster management, health and 
care, organizational development and humanitarian values). However, during the reporting period, almost the 
entire capacity of the SLRCS was devoted to on-going tsunami programmes and activities. Additionally, only 
one contribution from Swedish Red Cross was received towards the 2008-2009 programme plans 
(approximately 1 per cent of the entire appeal); this has been absorbed into the tsunami operation. 
Therefore, the 2008-2009 programme plans have been closed and any related activities will continue under 
tsunami funding. This decision has been shared and agreed with all donors and relevant stakeholders.  
 
All reporting requirements have been fulfilled through the first programme update and the on-going tsunami 
reporting.
