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The situation

On 21 August 2017, a 4.0 magnitude
earthquake hit the island of Ischia as well as
the near territorial Flegrea coast of Campania,
in the province of Naples. The quake struck at
20:57 (18:57 GMT), at depth of 5 kilometres
with epicentre five kilometres north-west of
Monte di Procida. 31 aftershocks have been
registered since then, all of them below 4.0
Richter magnitude. The origin of the
earthquake is volcanic.

The municipalities of Casamicciola Terme and
Lacco Ameno suffered the greatest damages
as the seismic waves were amplified at these
parts of the island. Several buildings collapsed

or got destroyed as a consequence of the  Red Cross

earthquake.

According to the general director of the local health authority, 39 persons got injured, 12 out of them are hospitalised.
2,600 persons got displaced (2,000 in Casamicciola Terme and 600 in Lacco Ameno municipality). Out of them,
1,051 people were transferred right after the earthquake during the night to Pozzuoli.

Two women are the confirmed victims of the quake, one of them was buried under the “Santa Maria del Suffragio”
church, and the other died under the debris of a house. A third person is in critical condition and was transferred to
the Cardarelli Hospital in Naples.

The local authorities were actively involved in the rescue activities. A 7-month old child was saved under the rubbles,
as well as his parents, after the collapse of their house in the fraction of La Rita. His two brothers, respectively of 3
and 5 years, were detected under the debris and the rescuers worked along the night of 21 August and the morning
of 22 August to secure the place before reaching them. Both of them were rescued safely.

The air force (Aeronautica Militare), the navy (Marina Militare) and the port authority (Capitaneria di Porto) were
closely monitoring the possible landslides as an aftermath of the earthquake.
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Red Cross and Red Crescent action

The Italian Red Cross’s Civil Protection Department
summoned the Operating Committee, and three
operations centres were established?! to coordinate
the rescue operations.

The National Society was coordinating and working
closely with the Italian Civil Protection to assess
damages and provide support to the affected
population as required. The logistic centre in
Avezzano was also alerted.

In the early morning hours of 22 August 2017, 18
volunteers from Ercolano and Naples were
deployed with a jeep and two minivans to assist the
transportation of the affected people from the
island to the mainland. In addition to the four

volunteers present at the harbour of Pozzuoli, two volunteers were deployed to Naples's harbour to wait for the
arrival the people displaced by the earthquake. The volunteers were involved in First Aid and psychosocial
support activities. Several other volunteers were also on stand-by and ready to be deployed according to the

needs.

In the morning of 22 August, a shipment containing a mobile kitchen, four pneumatic tents, two jeeps, a
minibus for transportation, a van and a work wagon was deployed to the island.

In total, 40 volunteers were actively involved in the operation.
