Appeal history:

- Preliminary Emergency Appea (launched as South Asia: Earthquake) on 9 October 2005 for CHF 10.8 million
(USD 8.4 million or EUR 7 million) for four months to assist 30,000 families (some 120,000 beneficiaries).
Operations Update No. 3 of 12 October 2005 increased the Preliminary Appeal budget to CHF 73,262,000
(USD 56,616,692 or EUR 47,053,307) to assist up to 150,000 families (some 750,000 beneficiaries) for six
months, as an increasingly serious situation has unfolded.

Operations Update No. 5 of 17 October 2005 revised down the number of targeted families to 70,000 (some
500,000 beneficiaries), based on the newly assessed ddlivery capacity and average family size of seven.

Revised Emergency Appeal launched on 25 October 2005 for CHF 152 million (USD 117 million or EUR 98
million) to assist 81,000 families (some 570,000 beneficiaries) for six months.

Disaster Relief Emergency Funds (DREF) alocated: CHF 200,000.

Operational Summary:

The Federation's and the Pakistan Red Crescent Society’' s (PRCS) scaed-up relief operation is moving forward and
has reached well over 50 per cent of the additional beneficiaries targeted for asistance by mid-January. Nearly
462,000 beneficiaries in North West Frontier Province (NWFP) have been reached with relief goods including
winterized tents, blankets, quilts and tarpaulins by land and air routes.

Worsening weather is causing concern and delayed distributions for a few days at the start of the year. However, it
is has improved in the past two days and planned operations have restarted. Distributions and follow up will be
helped by the deployment of 12 dl-terrain vehicles and four belt wagons from the Norwegian Red Cross to support
the field operations in the worsening westher.

With the severe winter conditions, there has been an increase in the number of villagers in the north of NWFP to
converge on the army established “tented villages’ in Besham and the Allai Valley. The Federation health and
relief teams have set up aRubb hall warehouse in Besham to support basic health care units and provide advanced
storage for relief items. Water and sanitation facilities are aso being established in these locations.

Hedlth services provided by Red Cross and Red Crescent partners have now reached nearly 143,000 beneficiaries,
while thetwo water emergency response units (ERU) in Batagram and Balakot are continuing to deliver around
130,000 to 150,000 litres per day to the population. Four trucks equipped with water tanks are providing potable
water for about 39,000 people in the two areas. The cluster system is looking into a possible separate cluster on
hygiene to address some of the major hygiene problems arising the camps and “tented villages’.

Background

An earthquake with a magnitude of 7.6 on the Richter scale, centred 95 km northeast of Pekistan's capital,
Islamabad, struck at 08:50 local time (03:50 GMT) on 8 October 2005, with tremors felt across the region from
Kabul to Delhi. The quake has decimated northern Pakistan and northern India. In Pakistan alone, over 73,000
people have been killed and 128,000 injured. More than 3.5 million people have been made homeless. The
immensity of the disaster is such that it remainsone of deadliest in the region in living memory.

Situation

Two magor shocks hit the region in late December
causng panic amongst earthquake survivors.
However, fortunately, no causalities were reported
and limited further damage was done

This week saw the weather worsen in Pakistan, with
dense fog and snow in mountainous areas and rain
and mud at lower levels. Bad weather has stopped
air operations over the past few days and has
constrained some road operations. This dightly
ddayed the planned scaing up of the relief
operation. Nevertheless the weather has picked up
in the past few daysand there are still hopes to reach
the number of target beneficiaries by mid-January.

movement however may affect planned operations,

and will have to be monitored in the coming days. Spontaneous tent villages are springing up and causing
concerrs for hygiene and safety.

Operational developments

The Federation and PRCS scde up relief operation is moving forward and has reached well over 50 per cent
additional beneficiaries targeted for assistance by mid-January. Nearly 462,000 beneficiaries in NWFP have been
reached with relief goods including winterized tents, blankets, quiltsand tarpaulins by land and air routes. As
mentioned above, the bad weather has restricted distribution in some aress; it is hoped that his will pick up and
allow the planned distributions to be completed as planned by mid-January.

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Asvillages a high atitude are now facing severe winter conditions, more villagers are starting to descend to lower
levels. Currently, the situation on the ground is very fluid and it is difficult to foresee the exact movement of the
populations and its affect on operations. In the north of NWFP, a number of the people whose houses were
destroyed have started to converge on the army-established “tented villages’ in Beshamand the Allai Valey. The
Federation redlth and relief teamsare setting up a Rubb hal warehouse in Besham to support completion of the
installation of basic health care units and to provide advanced storage for relief items. Water and sanitation
facilities are also starting to be installed in these locations this week.

Health services provided by Red Crossand Red Crescent partners have now reached nearly 143,000 beneficiar ies,
while the two water and sanitation ERUs in Batagram and Balakot are continuing to deliver an average of 130,000
to 150,000 litres per day to the population. Four trucks equipped with water tanks are working in the two aress,
providing potable water for about 39000 people. The cluster system is looking into a possible separate cluster on
hygiene to address some of the major hygiene problems arising the camps and “tented villages’. The Federation is
looking into to taking on hygiene promation activities in Batagram one camp.

Coordination

Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement

Further meetings were held in the field with the Federation staff, the PRCS representatives and emergency
response unit team leadersto further discuss the prospective handover of ERUs to national society counterparts.
The Federation is till seeking a suitable person to support and facilitate the processin the coming months, who
will ensure coherence in the ERU handover from the different teamsas well as support PRCS at branch and
headquarters level to prepare to take on some of these responsibilities.

Preparations are underway for the partnership meeting in January. Regular discussions are held with the leadership
of the PRCS to help them prepare for the meeting and finalize an agreed agenda There is aso regular contact
with the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) to discuss the planning and, in particular, the field visit
options. Weekly meetings continue between the Federation delegation in Mansehra and the ICRC in Abbottabad
to ensure ongoing best use of resources.

External partners

The Federation has continued to provide key support to the shelter cluster led by International Organization for
Migration (IOM). Recent field visits from donors and other stakeholders have recognized the valuable support
provided by the Federation to the work of this cluster and to the provision of better information management. The
Federation is currently seeking a second information delegate to provide support to the shelter cluster.

The PRCS and Federation continueto attend weekly interagency coordination meetings in both Islamabad and
Manseghra.  Participation in weekly cluster meetings, particularly at field level, isincreasing and requires a major
commitment from field resources aready fully engaged in the scaled up relief operation. However, the team is
trying to participate as far as possible, particularly at this time when many cluster groups are working on planning
for the coming months.

Red Crossand Red Crescent action - objectives, progress, impact

1. Emergency relief (food and non-food)

Objective: the basic shelter and household needs of 81,000 earthquake-affected families (approximately
570,000 people) in northern Pakistan are met over the next six months, enabling them to start rebuilding
their future.

Progr ess/Achievements

The Federation/PRCS has, to date, distributed relief goods including winterized tents, blankets, tarpaulins by land
and ar to nearly 462,000 beneficiaries in NWFP (over 66,000 families). More than 44,000 tents, 325,000
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blankets, 114,000 quilts and nearly 83,000 tarpaulins have been distributed to date across the target regions. In
addition, nearly 32,000 kitchen sets, 38,000 jerry cans, 17,000 stoves, and 29,000 hygiene kits have been
distributed to communities.

Theplanned scale up of the relief operation has gone ahead during the reporting period. The operation has now
nearly full covered dl the target families in the Kohistan areaand well over 50 per cent of families in the Chattar
Plain. In addition, the distributions in the Allai Valey are also now over 50 per cent covered. Plans for the
coming days are to focus on remaining areas around Shangla and Besham and to complete distributions to 10,000
families in Chattar Plain.

As mentioned above, the bad weather has restricted distribution in some areas. This has picked up again in the past
two daysand it is hoped that it will alow the distributions to be completed as planned. The transport support unit
trucks are helping with distributions in difficut conditions and the arrival of the 12 dl-terrain vehicles and four
belt wagons from the Norwegian Red Cross, plus a team of 15 mountain speciaists, will provide additional
support and mobility for the operation in the coming weeks. The new team will be managed by the transport
support unit (TSU).

The number of regional disaster response teams (RDRT) members and PRCS volunteers has increased
considerably in the past week to handle the number of distributions now taking place on a daly basis. Two
additional relief delegates have also now joined the team and are taking forward the scaled up relief operation.
Good cooperation with the United Nations Childreris Fund (UNICEF) has led to the provision of an additional
30,000 blanketsfor the operation.

2. Emergency health and care

Objective: Some 250,000 earthquake-affected people in northern Pakistan have access to appropriate
quality health care, safe water and sanitation servicesin the next six months.

Progress/Achievements

Basic Health Care:

The Federation multi- national field hospital in Abbottabad continues to provide care to patients referred from the
Ayub Medica Complex (AMC) and Federation and PRCS basic hedth care units in Baakot, Batagram and
Besham. The number of admitted patients is decreasing, but the medical and nursing care provided by this facility
is still critica for the referred patients from other heath facilities. These cases are mostly coming with
complications, infected bed sores and paraplegic case with spina injuries. During the reporting period,
physiotherapy and psychosocial support continued to be the most prominent services, with atotal of 361 and 237
patients benefiting from these services respectively.

During the period, health and hygiene promotion remained the major focus of health activities. The two mobile
teams in Besham are working according to plan, as are the two in Batagram and Allai. Half of the teeam members
promote health and hygiene and carry out assessments in the village communities, while the other half provides
treatment for the sick. The teams adso have discussions with the women in each community on hedth issues
relating to women and children. The mobile teams are working in close coordination with the national society to
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meet the needs of affected communities. Needs assessment are shared with relief and water and sanitation
coordinators, to ensure there is a more coherent response to non-health needs in these communities. The mobile
teams also received hygiene promotion training — this training was also provided to 23 participants from
government health facilities and to members of the Federation relief team.

A new fied delegate has joined these
teams during the reporting period and is
planning to do a formal assessment of the
villages presently visited by the mobile
health teams and of further villages in the
area. A second expatriate health delegate
joined the team in Baakot to support
further mobile hedlth teams. There are
however some gaps in the schedule of
mobile clinics due to the reliance on
helicopter for transport to villages and it
has been decided to concentrate on aress
with greater year-round accessibility, to
reach the heslth needs of the maximum
number of beneficiaries in these neglected
aress. The teams are aso in discussion
with district health authorities on further
possible support to existing health staff and
are examining whether to provide health
and hygiene promotion support to two
camps currently supported by the Cuban
medical teams.

Basic health education and hygiene promotion is presented to community
groups

In Balakot the Spanish Red Cross basic health ERU continues to be engaged in regular hedlth care delivery.
Although patient number are decreasing, this facility is still well utilized. An orientation visit was paid by the new
health coordinator during the past week to discuss key issues, such as the need for good local staff and medical
supplies and other available health services. In Batagram, the French Red Cross ERU reported no major changes
in the health situation in the district. The relationships with authorities, the military and other organizations are
dtill excellent. Discussions have started regarding the hand over strategy for the existing basic health care ERUs.
The Federation is currently looking for a facilitator to support this process and to help with the capacity building
of PRCS provincid branch to enable them to take on this work. PRCS informed that they have initiated the
process of hiring local staff for these ERUs.

The PRCS basic hedlth care unit in Garhi Doputta has been functional since the early days of emergency. The unit
has a capacity of 20 beds plus outreach activities. This basic health care unit (BHU) is providing primary health
care, including antenatal, natal and postnatal care to patients The average number of patients per day is around
100. Also, the Qatar Red Crescent's 40-bed primary health care unit continues to provide clinic and outreach
sarvices to areas in and around Bagh. The QRCS is now also providing immunization to children in cooperation
with UNICEF, while ahealth educator is also working on health education, promotion, persona hygiene and a
female doctor has arrived to provide health carefor children.

Water and sanitation:

During the reporting period, the Austrian and German Red Cross ERU in Batagram continued to deliver an
average of 30'000 litres of purified water per day to the population of the town and surrounding camps and to the
French basic health care ERU. Two transport support unit (TSU) trucks are continuing to support the distribution.
The team is looking into winterization of the town’'s water plant. Assessments for the implementation of water
supply schemes are underway in remote areas, with the help of the newly-arrived Austrian and German
techniciars.

In Balakot, the Austrianand Swedish Red Cross ERU has been increased with the arrival of three new staff. The
newly-arrived persons will increase the capacity for the sanitation programme (atrine and public bathroom
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congtruction). Currently, the production of treated water is varying between 135,000 and 240,000 litres per day.
The ERU has dso erected two T95 tanks (each with a capacity of 95,000 litres) to provide and store raw water.
After treatment the water is transferred to three T70 tanks to be chlorinated before it being delivered to usersin
various parts of town and the surrounding villages. Besides the piped water network, seven T11 (10,500 litre)
tanks have been erected in places not reachable by pipes. These tanks are filled on daily basis by two trucks, from
the TSU and by one hired tractor. Responding to requests from local authorities and the army, the Feder aion team
has conducted assessments to look into the supply of potable water to remote areas. The programme would be in
cooperation with UNICEF.

Sanitation and hygiene promotion continues to be a high priority. Currently there are two teams working out of
Baakot and Batagram respectively. In Balakot, two expatriate staff are working with local staff and PRCS
volunteers to develop the programme. In the past week, the team has completed 21 latrines in the “tented villages’
and is forecasted to complete another 20 latrines this week. Several threedal bathrooms are also under
construction. Hygiene promotion is aso going ahead with the digtribution of hygiene kits, the recruitment of
femal e health workers, the education of local women and some innovative “theatre — sketch” instructive sessions.
The team plans to concentrate on the construction of women’s bathroom facilities in the coming weeks. Reports
note that the personal hygiene messages given to women prior to distribution of kits have been well received.

In Batagram, the delegates are also supporting ongoing hygiene promotion work and latrine construction. In the
past week, 39 latrines have been completed and another 25 are plamed. Hygiene kits have been distributed in
Shangli Payan and through the French Red Cross basic health care ERU, while hygiene promotion has been taken
forward through training, dissemination and education. However, the team also notes that the recent bad weather
has affected the progress of the sanitation work. The team has recruited two male volunteersto assist with health/
hygiene education and water point assessment. Six Federation volunteers will aso attend the joint Federation,
UNICEF, Oxfam, World Health Organization and Rural Water Supply and Sanitation Project (RWSSP) masters
training workshop on hygiene promotion. Progress has been made on the cevelopment of hygiene promotion
monitoring and reporting tools.

Psycho-social programme(PSP):

This period has seen a focus on trraining in the PSP programme. Training of local staff at the Abbottabad field
hospital has been completed, with 58 participants taking part in two training modules. Sixteen PRCS staff also
participated. The modules include training in psychosocial approaches and activities, psycho-education modules
and community participation, as well as dissemination of the Red Cross Red Crescent Principles. The second
phase of the training will take place at the end of January, after the PRCS team has gained some experience and
supervision in the field. Participants from the Turkish Red Crescent team also participated on the community
mohilization and participation section.

All four field teams have now been introduced to their working environment in the four camps (H-11 in
Idamabad, Maira in Battagram/Besham, Havalia in Abbotabad/Balakot and Gar hi Habibulla). The field workers
carried out some basic assessments and created links with the communities, and with the camp management and
the different organisations working there. Additionaly they have made contacts with camp people who might be
interested to be enrolled as project volunteers and be responsible for activities. A PRCS volunteer has been
employed as an assistant programme manager to supervise the three teams in NWFP and aPRCS programme
manager has a so been recruited.

There has been support for the training modules for teachers, hedlth staff, other relief workersand Imams. A new
team will be sent out shortly to continue the training modules for various professional groupsin Bagh. Thefield is
currently discussing the possibility of sharing the module for Imams with other field staff and with the loca

community group, Rozan, in order to integrate important cultural elements inthe approach. A plan for starting up
activitiesand training with volunteers is being worked on.

3. Logistics/I T/Telecommunication

Objective: The ongoing PRCS and Federation relief operation have efficient logistical, IT and
telecommunication infrastructurein the operational areas.
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Progress/Achievements

Logigtics.

The logistics team continued to provide full support to the scaled up relief operation. The helicopter operation
continued to support the ar operation —the AY R Aviation helicopter has provided over 72 hours of flying timein
the past three weeks and additional support has been provided through the ICRC MI-8T helicopter. The transport
support unit also continued to support the increased distribution, with 13 trucks working on the operation in Banna
and the Allai Vdley and a further four working out of Mansehra and Abbottabad. Four more supported the water
and sanitation programme in Battagram and Balakot. As mentioned earlier in the report, the Norwegian Red Cross
is additionally supplying 12 dl-terrain vehicles and four belt wagons, plus kit to support the relief operationsin the
difficult winter conditions. These vehicles will be arriving in the next week.

At present, VSAT connection is working well and a server running windows has been installed. Thereisdso a
proposal to ingtall a PBX phone exchange to improve communications between the different offices. The radio
room is fully operationd, with a gaff of three radio operators and a senior radio operator who is helping with
the roster and training. The drivers are also being trained in radio communication to improve usage. However,
there is still a need to improvethe ingtallation of someof the Codan radios in the cars and the base antennato
support the proper operation of the radio network. The VHF system is aso being used for short-range
communication without problems.

Themain priority at this time is to ensure proper communication through the HF system to ensure vehicles going
into isolated areas in winter can keep in contact. In order to do 0, the delegation has bought new terminals and
connectors locdly to improve the system. The IT delegate is scheduling visits to the different field locations
during the comingtwo weeks to verify the proper operation of the different systems, particularly the HF radios.

A network for PRCS has been installed complete with server, Internet access wireless router, wireless access
point and training is being provided to nationa society staff. The system is now fully operational.

4. Communication — Advocacy and Public Information

Objective: The needs of the earthquake-affected population in Pakistan are advocated for and the Red
Crossand Red Crescent’sinterventions profiled through national and inter national media cover age.

Progress/Achievements

During the reporting period, the information delegate drafted an information pack for a press release, web story
and video news release on the scaled up relief operations. The video news release will be shared with the main TV
channels. Other stories are under development for the Federation website.

The delegate supported the visit of a Dutch media crew looking into water and sanitation and hygiene promotion
activities and a Slovenian TV crew. The PRCS media person was also encouraged to brief the teams on the
activities of PRCS. A British freelance journalist was also assisted with possible Red Cross Red Crescent story
angles. The information delegate has also been working with ICRC media colleagues to support visiting press
teams in Pakistan-administered Kashmir.

A photograph selection has been made and will be used for the coming partnership meeting. Dozens of
photographs have been provided to PRCS to be used for their 2006 calendar. The draft information plan has now
been prepared together with the media team from PRCS and is ready for findization. The outline of the video
projectto raisethe profile of the Red Cross Red Crescent in Pakistan is progressing and should be ready for mid-
January.

Outstanding Needs

- Response to the appedl is progressing steadily. There are contributions in the pipeline that will help coverage;
however, donors are urged to continueto support the appeal. Cash contributions are still needed to alow the
Red Cross and Red Crescent to fully mobilize its emergency operations and to remain flexible to changing
needs as we move into winter.
