Appeal history:

e On 17 August 2007 an Emergency Appeal was launched for CHF 1,626,000 (USD
1,341,869 or EUR 979,150) for 5 months to assist 4,000 families (20,000 people).

o Disaster Relief Emergency Funds (DREF) allocated: CHF 250,000 (USD 207,641 or EUR
151,515).

e Appeal revised on 20 August 2007 to CHF 5,605,000 (USD 4,655,315 or EUR 3,396,970) for
9 months to assist 7,500 families (37,500 people).

e Second revision of the Appeal Budget on 3 December 2007 for CHF 10,895,000 (USD
9,579,403 or EUR 6,468,591) for 18 months (February 2009) to assist 7,500 families
(37,500 people).

Operational Summary: After the completion of the first phase of humanitarian assistance, the
Red Cross action is now focusing on recovery at community level.

Three months after the 15 August 2007 earthquake in the Peruvian department of Ica, measuring
7.0 on the Richter scale and 7.9 on the moment magnitude (Mw) scale, nearly all of Peruvian Red
Cross (PRC) humanitarian assistance objectives to assist 7,500 families (37,500 people)
reflected in the Revised Appeal (20 August 2007) have been surpassed. The coverage of the
CHF 5,605,000 budget, thanks to generous support of Participating National Societies (PNS) and
assistance from governmental, non-governmental, private sector and individual actors, as of 19
November 2007 reached 116 percent. The PRC operation has provided 8,025 families (40,125
people) with a standard Red Cross emergency relief kit, and an additional 12,066 families
(60,330 people) with partial relief kits and/or other emergency support items. Basic health care
has been provided to a total of 8,771 people by attending to 5,753 people in August and 3,018
people in the two months of September and October. 8,928 affected children and adults have
benefited from the operation’s psycho-social support actions. Almost 5.4 million litres of clean
drinking water have been provided to 24,650 people.

Nevertheless, the needs of affected communities — and amongst them the needs of particularly
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vulnerable groups - are far from being met. A large number of families continue to live in
difficult conditions in overcrowded camps or inappropriate shelters, with limited access to
basic services. At the same time those families that can afford so have started rebuilding their
homes; yet most lack access to easy and appropriate low-cost technologies that could avoid
future loss of human lives. Continued support is essential to ensure the establishment of
conditions of life based on dignity and the reduction of pre-existing and present vulnerabilities
in this crucial period of recovery.

This Second Revised Appeal details current developments and features a second revision
of the Emergency Appeal budget. It builds on the previously planned support to the recovery
process (transitional shelter modules for 1,000 families within an overall Red Cross plan of
5,000) and expands it to community projects that integrate health education, water and
sanitation, social development, risk reduction and participatory reconstruction of 1,800 houses
and 10 community centres. The activities in support of participatory reconstruction are based
on appropriate low-cost earthquake-resistant construction technologies and extensive use of
local materials (such as adobe and light bricks). The PRC/ Federation will manage a bank of
basic construction materials so affected people can progressively build their new homes in a
manner that allows future improvements. The activity includes operational agreements with
universities, governmental institutes, technical training centres and local authorities.

In order to implement the above actions, the PRC/ Federation invites donors to further support
the revised appeal and contribute to the next phase of assistance. The new appeal coverage
currently stands at 65 percent, but increases to 80 percent with the announced pledge from
Telefénica / Spanish Red Cross.

Background

On 15 August 2007, an earthquake struck the Peruvian department of Ica measuring 7.0 on the Richter scale and
7.9 on the moment magnitude (Mw) scale according to the Peruvian Geophysics Institute (IGP). The epicentre
was located some 30.2 km deep and 61 km northwest of Pisco, and 161 km southeast of the capital city of Lima.
The earthquake caused significant destruction in the south western coastal areas with effects strongly felt in the
capital city of Lima.

Three months after the earthquake, its full impact continues to unfold. While the number of casualties differs
slightly according to the National Institute of Civil Defence (Instituto Nacional de Defensa Civil — INDECI) and the
National Statistics and Information (Instituto Nacional de Estadistica e Informatica — INEI), respectively 519 and
595, the tragedy is unquestionable. Updated INDECI figures from 13 November 2007 indicate the total number of
affected survivors rose to 655,674 people. The verification of the non-human damage continues to reveal a new
understanding of the material destruction. The reported numbers of damaged, uninhabitable or destroyed homes
has risen, with the official figure reaching 139,521, which are nearly 3,000 more than last month’s calculations.

In the four most affected coastal provinces of Pisco, Chincha, Ica and Cafiete, as of 13 November more than
24,000 people are still living in 100 camps, mainly in urban and semi-urban areas. The situation is even more
dramatic in remote rural areas.

Operational developments

Three months after the implementation of the initial emergency measures, the transition into the next phase is a
challenge. Moving beyond the emergency response employed in the initial period, the success of the second
phase and reconstruction in general will be based on the respect for affected people’s right to decide and shape
their future, the government's commitment and capacity to implement a comprehensive reconstruction program,
and international cooperation, corporate and private donors’ continued support to implement these efforts.
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Recent public attention has focused on the government’'s supposed inefficiency in the reconstruction effort. The
national press has reported on criticism of the delays in the State’s reconstruction program, the Fund for the
Reconstruction of the South (FORSUR). In mid- November, the Peruvian Congress reduced FORSUR'’s board of
directors from 19 to 10 members to facilitate its functioning. A team of six staff members from the United Nations
Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA) has recently reached the country to support the
coordination mechanisms.

The housing needs of the most vulnerable sectors of the affected population continue to be unmet. The pre-
existing conditions of limited access to safe water continue. While the National Program for Food Assistance
(PRONAA) continues to provide a vast range of food products through the United Nations’ different strategies
(direct distributions, food for work), many families do not have regular access to a sound and balanced diet.

There is still a great demand for rubble removal. As of 13 November, INDECI reports that only 16 percent of the
estimated 965,971 m3 in rubble has been cleared in the provinces of Chincha, Ica, Pisco, Cafiete, and Yauyos.

While most of the state health clinics have resumed attention, the demand for on-going preventative healthcare
programs is high and community health promotion continues as a priority. People living in rural areas, children, the
elderly and disabled persons are particularly vulnerable.

Three months after the earthquake, members of the
International Federation’s Pan-American Disaster Response
Unit (PADRU), volunteers from other PNS, and the current
Operations Coordinator are gradually handing over the
coordination of emergency response activities to the PRC
which now fully coordinates this part of the operation. A new
Head of Operations has been appointed who will start in
early December and will manage the support to the PRC
and oversee the implementation of the recovery activities
detailed in this update. She will manage a small team of
Federation personnel in support to the PRC, composed of a
reporting officer, a finance officer, an organizational
development officer (these three already in place), and
possibly a shelter delegate or officer.

volunteers from the PRC had worked in the affected region in different capacities to comply with the PRC’s Action
Plan. These volunteers came from 25 of the CRP regional branches in Lima, Tacnha, Arequipa, Piura, Nazca, llo,
Pisco, Mariscal Nieto, Chincha, Ica, Trujillo, Huaraz, Chiclayo, Caraz, Putina, Camana, Juliaca, Chimbote, Chora,
Cuzco, and Barranca, Puno, Tumbes, Catacaos, Paramonga and have been trained in the program areas: health,
water and sanitation, psycho-social support, shelter, logistics and IT Technology.

Red Cross action - objectives, progress, impact

1. Emergency relief (food and basic non-food items)

Objective 1: 7,500 families (37,500 people) provided with emergency shelter and basic relief non-food
items.

Progress/Achievements: This objective has been achieved and surpassed. From 15 August until 15 November
2007, the Peruvian Red Cross (PRC) operation has provided basic relief non-food items to 19,891 families or
99,455 people. Of these, 8,025 families (40,125 people) have received a standard Red Cross emergency relief kit
composed of a kitchen kit, hygiene kit, four blankets, family tent (or reinforced plastic tarpaulins).

Another 12,066 families or 60,330 people have received partial relief kits and/or other emergency support items
which include the distribution of donated items like food, clothes, drinking water and tents. All of the 19,891
families have been registered in the Operation’s registry following Red Cross procedures.
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Assistance distributed up to 31 October includes: 3,127 tents, 9,396 tarpaulins, 31,300 blankets, 8,025 hygiene
kits and 8,025 kitchen kits surpassing the goal of families attended by four percent. Complete kits were provided to
2,586 families in the provinces of Ica (33 percent), 3,736 in Pisco (45 percent), and 1,703 in Chincha (22 percent).

The emergency shelter component has been achieved as part of the full completion of the Emergency Relief
Objective established in the first revised appeal (20 August 2007). This 2nd revised appeal with revised budget
now aims to cover current housing needs—the construction of temporary shelters with respect for Sphere
standards and the support to participatory reconstruction (where affected people reconstruct their own homes) of
earthquake-resistant low cost houses built with local materials. Due to its character, future Operation actions on
shelter will be included in the Recovery Objective below explained under Objective 3.

Impact: The PRC effort has surpassed the initial goal of providing emergency shelter and basic relief goods in the
initial three-month period. This effort has focused on attending to the needs of the most vulnerable groups of rural
inhabitants, female- headed households, and children who had lost their homes in the earthquake. The impact has
been particularly notable in the populations which lived in pre-disaster marginal conditions, due to their
geographical location and economic conditions. Local population, communities and their organizations repeatedly
show their appreciation of the operations’ actions.

Constraints: The constraints experienced at the beginning of the operation have been resolved, thus permitting
the PRC'’s success at achieving this objective.

2. Health

The PRC, with support from the International Federation, elaborated a plan of action which includes two specific
objectives related to the health needs of the affected population. The operation’s health activities include the
provision of basic health services, psycho-social support, and safe and clean drinking water to affected
communities.

Health care

The initial basic health attention diminished morbidity and mortality rates for 1,500 people in the most vulnerable
populations by establishing preventative health programs to reach 20,000 people, and training three health
brigades from the regional PRC offices in Chincha, Ica and Pisco.

The operation has provided basic health services in 22 communities in the Chincha, Ica and Pisco regions. During
nine different medical campaigns in the affected region, 887 patients received medical health care. Up to 31
October 2007, a total of a total of 8,771 people have been attended in medical consultations (5,753 people in
August and 3,018 people in the two months of September and October).

In the past three months, over 36,500 people received preventative health and hygiene talks, including topics on
garbage and human waste disposal, family planning and sexually transmitted infections.

Health Objective 1: Psychosocial support will be provided to at least 1,000 families affected by the
earthquake by PRC volunteers.
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Progress/ Achievements: Psychosocial support has been key to ensure that the affected population’s
comprehensive needs are met during the emergency phase. The Operation has been extremely successful in
incorporating this component in its interventions and has surpassed its initial goal of providing psychosocial
support to 1,000 families. With the guidance of two specialists from Spanish Red Cross, 96 volunteers, including
many from the local regional RC groups, have learned to attend to the affected communities’ emotional needs and
interests.

Until 31 October, the operation has provided psychosocial support to 8,929 people in 27 districts and three
collective shelters en Pisco and Ica. Furthermore, informational talks on stress management in the classroom
were given to 99 local teachers. The operation produced a Children’s Kit composed of books, art materials, and
games including the “Riskland” (Riesgolandia) boardgame which was produced previously by the ISDR en Costa
Rica, a few years ago. An additional 4,316 adults, oftentimes in community kitchens (“olla comunitaria”),
participated in meetings to share their experiences and learn how to minimize the disaster’'s emotional impacts for
themselves and for children.

The psychosocial team has focused their interventions
on traditionally vulnerable groups of women, girls and
boys. Of 8,929 people provided with psychosocial
attention, 4,612 (52 percent) were children, 3,468 (39
percent) were women, and 848 (9 percent) were men.

Over 13,000 brochures with two different messages
related to psychosocial care were produced. One side of
the brochure provides information about how traumatic
situations affect adults and available resources. The
other side details the manner to assist children after a
traumatic situation. The PRC distributed 13,000
brochures in communities in the Pisco area. The
remaining 2,000 brochures will be shared with other
organizations, as well as the on-going distribution to
affected families. 950 informational posters on disaster
prevention have been distributed in Ica and Pisco
community institutions (schools, health centres,
organizations, and public areas).

The PRC is coordinating closely with other institutions providing
psychosocial support in the region. Using commemorative days that highlight the attention on building non-violent
societies, on 10 November in Ica, the PRC with UNICEF, Centro de Desarrollo y Asesoria Psicolégica (CEDAPP),
Médicos Sin Fronteras, and Terre des Hommes organized an event for children to promote non-violence. On 19
November, the PRC will participate in the events for the World Day for Prevention of Child Abuse programmed in
Pisco.

The operation’s psychosocial attention team has coordinated with local staff members of the Ministry of Health and
national and international organizations offering psychosocial attention the region. On 23 November 2007, the
PRC, the Federation and the Spanish Red Cross hosted a seminar on “Psychosocial Attention in Emergencies:
Lessons Learned” in Lima where local, state and non governmental stakeholders involved in psychosocial
attention analyzed their experiences, focused on lessons learned, and shared proposals to enrich future
psychosocial interventions in emergency situations.

The PRC psychosocial team is finishing the publication of two booklets to be distributed among PRC volunteers
and other organizations working in emergency situations. Both booklets are written in a clear manner that makes
its content easily accessible to non-professionals. The first presents the need to attend to stress among
humanitarian workers in emergencies. The second is a general introduction to the needs and components of
psychosocial support in emergency situations.

The PRC is engaged to incorporate psychosocial support as a permanent component in its relief program and will
need support to do so. The Spanish Red Cross in coordination with the PRC has formulated a project with this aim
and is currently submitting it to potential donors.

Impact: The operation far surpassed its goal, as 8,929 persons have received psychosocial support. The PRC
has accompanied affected people, particularly children and women, to help them develop a framework to
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understand the post-traumatic stress that they experience and develop new coping skills. While the PRC's
psychosocial support is a new component of its humanitarian operations, it has proven necessary to establishing
the foundation for affected people’'s capabilities to participate in all stages of the post-disaster period through
reconstruction.

Constraints:The PRC's future psychosocial support to affected families, discussed below, will be continued as
part of the early recovery objectives.

Health Objective 2. Water needs of the affected population are evaluated and responded to by the PRC.
Progress/ Achievements: The PRC established the goal of providing safe and potable water and hygiene
education for 20,000 people during the three-month emergency phase. This goal has been surpassed. As of 31
October, a total of 24,650 people in affected communities have received 5,391,000 litres of clean water. The PRC
has managed four water plants in San Andres, Pachinga, Independencia (Pisco) and in Pueblo Nuevo de Conta
(Chincha) and 8,500 jerry cans have been distributed to affected populations.

Based on the understanding that relief should contribute to community development, the PRC’s actions in water
and sanitation have focused on three interrelated aspects: building on affected people’s existing knowledge and
resources, adapting intervention strategies to the disaster area and establishing sustainable actions to provide
clean and safe water sources to the population.

Since the beginning of PRC's operation,
24,650 people have received 5.39 million
litres of clean drinking water. 44 bladders
(water storage bags) have been distributed
to the most vulnerable communities. In a
process aiming to strengthen community
organization, the PRC and representatives of
each community signed an agreement which
discussed the temporary nature of this action
and the community’s responsibility for its use
and protection. Working directly with the
community from a rights-based perspective,

In a region that traditionally lacked constant access to a clean water source, the PRC’s actions have contributed to
longer-term development goals to attain this basic service. Prior to the earthquake, urban Pisco functioned on a
rotating water system in which communities generally received water two hours a day every second day. The pre-
disaster situation, to some extent, contributed to good practices regarding water control and conservation during
the emergency period. Outlying rural areas and marginal urban communities, however, have never had access to
constant water supply.

With a vision to promote sustainable practices, the PRC distributed over 10,100 educational brochures providing
guidelines for water use and hygiene in Pisco, Chincha, and Ica. Educational campaigns on the sustainable use of
water and healthy waste disposal have been presented to children and adults in sixteen communities.

Given the inter-related components of providing water and ensuring health sanitation procedures (disposal of solid
human and non-human waste, connection to urban drain systems), the PRC has worked with UNICEF, Oxfam,
Care, Terre des Hommes to produce an informational calendar with health recommendations to avoid water-
related sickness. This calendar is being distributed during the PRC’s community visits. The PRC has also worked
closely with state agencies (General Directorate of Environmental Sanitation- DIGESA) to educate on the use and
maintenance of dry latrines.

Impact: The targets have been surpassed. Assisting vulnerable communities with their water and sanitation needs
in the emergency situation has contributed to preventing the outbreak of possible health emergencies.
Furthermore, the PRC’s emergency activities have provided short-term solutions to some of the chronic water
shortage issues in some marginal urban communities. Despite the advances, water remains scarce in the affected
areas. It is essential that the PRC continues to respond to this need in the early reconstruction phase. Educational
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information on sustainable use of water and healthy waste disposal are key components to communities’
participation in decisions regarding their water and drainage infrastructure.

Constraints: Delay in action from public authorities to re-establish, and sometimes build for the first time, water
and drainage networks are potential constraints. The challenge remains to achieve lasting solutions to
marginalized communities’ water needs.

3. Recovery and shelter

As the emergency phase comes to a gradual close, the recovery activities become the central component of the
PRC's action and support to affected populations. During its emergency response phase, the PRC identified the
target groups as those groups being most vulnerable to having their basic needs unmet— rural and marginal
urban inhabitants, female-headed households, and families surviving with few economic resources. The PRC is
implementing a wide range of community projects framed under this Plan of Action, with direct support by the
American, German and Spanish Red Cross Societies. The following four objectives are the basis of the PRC’s
revised plan of action:

e Health: The PRC will offer basic preventative and curative medical care, provide psychosocial support
with particular attention to children and women, and facilitate educational opportunities on integral health
issues in affected communities.

e Water and sanitation: The PRC will ensure a safe and clean water supply to 1,000 families, conduct
educational activities for the sustainable use of this resource, and work with communities to establish
hygienic waste disposal practices.

e Reconstruction: The PRC will provide temporary shelter, train local construction workers, facilitate
material and non-material resources for the participatory reconstruction of homes and community
buildings, conduct risk studies, and encourage a more updated and agile land registry in the affected
regions.

e Social development assistance: The PRC will strengthen knowledge about disaster prevention and
preparedness, contribute to fomenting the humanitarian values of non-discrimination and equality, and
foster affected people’s empowerment to actively participate in the reconstruction of their homes,
communities, and lives.

Based on the above objectives established in the PRC Revised Plan of Action, the PRC integrates community
recovery activities around the core shelter component. These activities include health education, ongoing
psychosocial support, affordable solutions to water and sanitation, social development for the communities where
temporary shelter modules are provided and, in the near future, for those communities where participatory
reconstruction of housing and community centres will take place as detailed under 3.2.

The operation’s future accomplishments will not simply be measured on families reached during the emergency
phase but rather on the empowerment of vulnerable groups so they can participate in and benefit from a
comprehensive and coordinated reconstruction effort. The Red Cross is committed to contributing its knowledge,
expertise, and material goods to ensure that this is possible.

Objective: Early recovery activities are assessed, planned and implemented together with the affected
communities and key local, national and international stakeholders.

3.1 Temporary shelter
After the successful implementation of emergency housing during the first three months following the earthquake
and in agreement with the PRC's recently revised Plan of
Action, the new aim is to build 1,000 temporary shelters in
Pisco, which are added to the 2,000 being built by the
Spanish Red Cross with direct funding from ECHO in Ica,
and an additional 2,000 being built by the PRC / American
Red Cross in Chincha, for an overall 5,000 temporary
shelter modules which families can use for a maximum
period of one year. Upon analysis of the current needs,
particularly the lack of dignified housing options for
affected communities, the PRC has transformed shelter
from an emergency response to an early recovery
objective.

Temporary shelters in Pisco and Ica are made out of local
materials: cement, eucalyptus sticks, woven thatch,

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reinforced plastic, nails and wire. The 6 by 3 meters measurement reflects the Sphere standards established for
living space for five people.

The PRC encourages family members to participate in all aspects of the construction—from levelling of land where
the cement floor is laid, to gathering the sand for the cement mix, and building the structure. After the temporary
shelter is built, the PRC conducts a handing over of the housing unit in which both parties sign an agreement
which lists the materials employed and stipulates that the temporary housing offers a dignified manner to live, but
does not signify land ownership. The PRC additionally maintains a registry of the families who have received
temporary housing.

To date, the PRC with IFRC affected families, and local construction workers have built 180 temporary shelters in
the area of Pisco. Identifying the most vulnerable regions, the PRC has started building shelters in the rural
Cabeza de Toro community. Plans have been established with marginal urban settlements and other rural
communities (Bernales, Los Molinos, San Andres, and Campo Verde) to extend temporary shelter construction to
these areas as well.

In mid-November, the PRC published a participatory reconstruction manual for temporary shelters which clearly
details the procedures, materials, and design of temporary shelters.

3.2. Support to participatory reconstruction and
community integrated activities

In addition to the ongoing activities of transitional shelter
for the construction of 1,000 temporary shelters (within the
larger commitment of an overall Red Cross target of
5,000), the PRC / Federation will provide support for up to
1,800 families (1,000 in Pisco, 400 in Chincha and 400 in
Ica) to rebuild a safe home in rural areas and marginalized
communities, as well as the community reconstruction of
up to 10 communal centres.

The approach integrates community activities such as
health education, water provision, basic sanitation,
psychosocial support with participatory reconstruction of
housing and community buildings. Facilitating participatory

The PRC / Federation operation is based on
International Federation of Red Cross and the concept of progressive housing which means that each
Red Crescent Societies family will receive materials and direct support by trained
masons / construction workers for the structure of their

house, while they have the opportunity to continue building
and adding to their house with supplementary materials.

In order to be able to provide quality support to those 1,800 families, the following steps are considered:

e Risk reduction: risk mapping and risk analysis to determine their suitability for reconstruction as well as to
chart seismic and other natural hazards. The PRC will work with community members, local authorities,
and state and non-governmental institutions to develop these maps and in this manner contribute to the
reduction of vulnerability in the future.

e Land tenure: identification of existing land ownership patterns, support measures and awareness raising
with communities to try to solve problems with national and local authorities.

e Training and dissemination: professionals, masons, and carpenters will be trained in simple and cost-
effective reconstruction techniques to reduce potential structural collapse.

e Income generation: the training of construction personnel and the establishment of small construction
businesses according to needs of the local market.

Community-based approach to participatory reconstruction.
Participatory reconstruction integrated with community activities in health education, water, sanitation,
and psychosocial support.
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Due to the large problems in land tenure, special support will be given to families so they can work to obtain
proper legal registry with the pertinent state institutions. Since access to safe water has historically been a
challenge in the region, the programme will provide appropriate solutions for expanding access to clean water,
based on the identification of specific needs in each community. Masons will be trained in earthquake-resistant
techniques through existing training institutes to better implement proper earthquake-resistant construction
methods for families involved in the programme and other families in the future.

Given that part of the knowledge on these techniques was developed in Peru itself - particularly in universities
such as the Pontificia Universidad Catolica del Peru (PUCP) and the Universidad Nacional de Ingenieria (UNI) -
the PRC/ Federation will establish agreement frameworks to collaborate with these and other research centres,
governmental institutes, technical training institutions and local authorities, as well as continue its coordination with
local and international organizations to promote this approach.

This activity responds to several criteria. It is based on risk reduction principles, it should respond to “build back
safer” taking into consideration overall risks of settlements and infrastructures and reducing vulnerability of
housing through improvised construction techniques. It is needs-based: it responds to a clear need of affected
people who have started, or will begin, reconstruction without having access to proper and safe construction
materials and techniques. It is demonstrative: the entire community participates in training and decision-making,
and is encouraged to take ownership of the process and knowledge. It is replicable: beyond the most vulnerable
families who will receive direct support, others will be able to replicate the participatory reconstruction process. It
has a strong advocacy component: land tenure, and legislation. Finally, it enhances the overall shelter agenda.

Thanks to the contributions received for the appeal and the additional donation from Telefénica / Spanish Red
Cross, part of the above mentioned activities are currently covered by existing funds. Yet, in order to fully achieve
its objectives, further support is needed from donors in order to cover 100 percent of the revised target.

Impact: Providing temporary shelter modules is dramatically improving the conditions of the families who were
surviving without protection or living in provisional emergency camps and shelters. (Ref 3.1)

Constraints: A dated land registry and increased demand for construction workers are limiting the speed in the
construction of the shelter modules. Measures are being taken to solve this inconvenience. (Ref 3.1)

4. Strengthening National Society response capacities

Objective: The PRC is better prepared to respond to this and future emergencies, through the
development of an efficient management and response structures.

Progress/Achievements: Since the onset of the earthquake, the present Judicial Administrator (appointed by the
judge 45 days before the earthquake and upon the Federation’s request) has generated extensive positive results.
First and foremost, the large and quite successful relief operation was possible thanks to the credibility that the
new judiciary administrator had re-established with the PRC branches and with the Red Cross Movement present
in the country. Secondly, the PRC has done so by mobilizing an extensive number of volunteers from 25 branches
of the country. The involvement of these volunteers coincided with the re-establishment of the Presidents of the
branches who had been replaced by the previous administrator. Thirdly, the PRC has engaged in these activities
with particular focus and understanding of the social, economic, cultural, and ethnic dimensions of vulnerabilities
and ensuring that pre-existing vulnerabilities are not rebuilt.

The quality and scale of response would never have been possible under the previous administration.

The PRC has been involved in reorganizing its internal structures, systems and procedures in human resources
and finance and administration. The volunteer management system is also being revamped, and the new
personnel that joined the PRC to face the challenges of the earthquake operation forms part of a new
organizational structure currently under revision. The PRC administration and finance team continues to develop
streamlined and clear internal procedures in coordination with the Regional Representation in Lima. The Regional
Representation via its organizational development area has given sustained support to the PRC during the
operation.

Members of its leadership team are actively reincorporating into International Federation coordinating bodies and
workshops. In October and November, members have attended Federation events on resource mobilization
(Ecuador), volunteers (Chile), Relief (Chile), the Ibero American meeting of Red Cross presidents (Argentina), the
international meeting of Red Cross presidents (Spain), and the Federation General Assembly (Geneva-
Switzerland).
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The PRC has provided increased support to its regional branches in Chincha, Ica, and Pisco. In late October, a
protective wall was built around the Chincha regional branch’s property. There are plans to support infrastructure
repair in the Ica and Pisco branches in the future, the latter being part of the new target of the revised appeal.

While much has been done, there is still a great deal of work ahead. In order to make sure that the PRC has the
capacities to face future emergencies and disasters, it is imperative that the judiciary administration ends as soon
as possible and that the PRC resumes its institutional normality. This will be possible with the new General
Elections in the first half of 2008. With a new elected leadership, this part of the appeal will continue to focus on
the strengthening of a community risk reduction approach that integrates health, humanitarian principles and
disaster preparedness into one activity at community level. This approach will enable the PRC to play a major role
in the reduction of impact of future disasters in Peru.

Impact: The changes implemented by the PRC during the operation serve as a solid base for its institutional
development and strengthening.

Constraints: Although the PRC leadership is committed and working hard to achieve this institutional
strengthening, its reinforcement and reorganization derive from and are dependent on the establishment of a new
General Assembly. With the outpour of support and volunteer efforts during the emergency, new energy must be
concentrated on establishing specific functions and responsibilities within the new and expanding institutional
structures.

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Federation Coordination

From the first emergency relief response to the present, the PRC operation has received the support of many
National Societies. The American, German and Spanish Red Cross have worked side by side with the PRC for the
past three months. The American Red Cross currently aims to provide temporary shelter to over 2,000 urban and
semi-urban families in Chincha. Working in Chincha and Ica, the German Red Cross’s multiple actions include a
focus on access to safe and clean water and proper sanitation. The Spanish Red Cross continues to support a
wide range of activities that include the building of 2,000 temporary shelters and community projects in the Ica
region.

The PRC maintains weekly coordination meetings with State institutions and non-governmental organizations
working in Pisco, Chincha, and Ica. There are sub-coordinating groups for health, psychosocial support, water and
sanitation, and shelter. Although these groups were initially established by INDECI and the United Nations
Disaster Assessment and Coordination team (UNDAC), the PRC as well as other organizations have contributed
actively to improving the emergency response and now early reconstruction efforts. The long-awaited OCHA
coordination team arrived in mid-November and is currently being deployed to the field.

On 14- 15 November, INDECI sponsored an international meeting on “Lessons Learned form the 15 August 2007
Earthquake”. The PRC dedicated time and effort to gather its team’s experiences and evaluation to share with
other organizations during this event. In the part of the conference dedicated to international cooperation, the
PRC's early and comprehensive emergency response stood out.

Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement -- Principles and initiatives

The earthquake response operation is based on the principle of humanity. The selection of beneficiaries under the
appeal is based on the level of vulnerability of those affected, respecting cultural diversity and ensuring gender
sensitivity. Activities planned for this appeal are based on SPHERE standards, the humanitarian charter and the
code of conduct for emergency response. All objectives put forward in the appeal are in line with Strategy 2010, as
well as the Strategy for the Movement and the Principles and Rules of the Movement. The International Federation
strongly supports the rights-based approach for people affected by disasters. The PRC/Federation have been
ensuring the inclusion of a participatory needs assessment to define the contents of recovery support measures,
and the initiatives being undertaken in support of communities are based on direct observation and the application
of vulnerability criteria.

Communications — Advocacy and public information

The private sector continues to generously contribute to the PRC’s emergency and early recovery support in
affected communities. Telefdnica, together with the PRC, organized a fundraising concert in Lima on 13 November
2007. International and national musicians— including the well-known musicians Alejandro Sanz, David Bisbal,
Hombres G, Eva Ayllén—performed for over 40,000
people at the “Voices in Solidarity with the South”
concert. Additionally, large screens were placed in
Pisco, Ica, and Chincha so affected families could
watch the concert’s live broadcast. With this concert,
Telefénica raised USD1 million for the rebuilding of
schools in earthquake affected regions. The funds
are channelled through the Spanish Red Cross,
which  will implement this activity in close
coordination with the PRC.

This donation is added to the previous generous
contribution of USD 3 million dollars by Telefénica to
the Spanish Red Cross, of which USD 1.5 million
dollars targets the reconstruction of schools and the
community projects for the surrounding communities.

The Spanish Red Cross is channelling the remaining
USD 1.5 million dollars towards the Federation
appeal. These funds, as explained above, will
support a part of the 1,800 families in their
participatory reconstruction of earthquake-resistant
houses with local materials.
