In Brief

Appeal history:

e Preliminary Emergency Appeal (launched as South Asia: Earthquake) on 9 October 2005 for CHF 10.8 million
(USD 8.4 million or EUR 7 million) for four months to assist 30,000 families (some 120,000 beneficiaries).

e Operations Update No. 3 of 12 October 2005 increased the Preliminary Appeal budget to CHF 73,262,000
(USD 56,616,692 or EUR 47,053,307) to assist up to 150,000 families (some 750,000 beneficiaries) for six
months, as an increasingly serious situation has unfolded.

e Operations Update No. 5 of 17 October 2005 revised down the number of targeted families to 70,000 (some
500,000 beneficiaries), based on the newly assessed delivery capacity and average family size of seven.

e Revised Emergency Appeal launched on 25 October 2005 for CHF 152 million (USD 117 million or EUR 98
million) to assist 81,000 families (some 570,000 beneficiaries) for six months.

e Disaster Relief Emergency Funds (DREF) allocated: CHF 200,000.

Outstanding needs: To date CHF 125.6 million has been received, of which CHF 71.7 million is in cash and
CHF 53.9 million is in-kind contributions. Additional pledges — especially in cash — are still needed to fully
cover the operational costs.

Operational Summary:

Over the past few weeks, there have been a number of interruptions to the relief operation’s distribution plan. These
include road closures caused by landslides and avalanches, stoppages due to the observance of religious events and
security concerns arising from protests at newspaper depictions relating to the Islamic faith. Despite ongoing
challenges, however, more than 90,000 families have received relief assistance through the Federation and Pakistan
Red Crescent Society (PRCS) operations. Since winter is not over, distributions will continue to be made to the
most vulnerable for the coming few weeks. PRCS teams are being trained in monitoring and assessing beneficiaries,
and will maintain contact with these vulnerable groups to obtain early indications of any unforeseen needs.
Beneficiary families will also continue to receive materials and shelter repair kits to rebuild their homes.

Distributions continue as the situation permits, and the usual methods of delivery have been reinforced by the use
of Norwegian Red Cross all-terrain vehicles (ATVs). The team of ATVs is able to deliver to small, remote
communities that remain inaccessible through the usual means of delivery. Staff and volunteers of the Pakistan
Red Crescent Society (PRCS) in particular remain the backbone of this operation, together with Federation
delegates and members of the regional disaster response teams (RDRTS). Steps are also underway to manage the
effective handover or prolongation of the basic health care and water and sanitation Emergency Response Units
(ERUs). Concurrent with the relief operation is the integrated planning for recovery, in concert with the PRCS, to
ensure a seamless transition from relief to recovery.

Background

An earthquake with a magnitude of 7.6 on the Richter scale, centred 95 km northeast of Pakistan’s capital,
Islamabad, struck at 08:50 local time (03:50 GMT) on 8 October 2005, with tremors felt across the region from
Kabul to Delhi. The quake has decimated northern Pakistan and northern India. In Pakistan alone, enormous
numbers of people have been killed and injured. More than 3.5 million people have been made homeless. The
immensity of the disaster is such that it remains one of deadliest in the region in living memory.

Situation

The reporting period has seen some
major challenges to the ongoing relief
operation. Although the winter weather
in Pakistan has been in general warm
for the time of year, there have a
number of landslides and avalanches,
which have blocked the distributions.
In addition, recent religious
celebrations and heightened security
awareness, relating to the protests
against the publication of cartoons in
the European media, has limited
delegates’ movement and the level of
relief distributions.

Parallel to meeting the needs of the
vulnerable, the security of all staff
involved in the Federation operation is
of paramount importance. To date,
there have been no untoward incidents
directed against Red Cross Red Distribution of non-food items in Allai Valley.

Crescent staff; therefore there has been no need to limit operations for any extended period. However, as a
precautionary step, travel in certain areas has and may continue to be restricted and all unnecessary travel is
curtailed, dependent on daily reviews of security. Evaluation of the security situation is an ongoing process, with
regular consultation with the military, police, the United Nations (UN) agencies, non-governmental organizations
(NGOs) and community leaders to ascertain the appropriate steps.

Operational developments

Ongoing relief operations are reaching more and more vulnerable families, with the total numbers exceeding the
appeal target of 81,000 (more than 90,000 families to date). Since winter is far from over, plans to refocus on the
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most vulnerable are being developed, particularly those affected by the recent interruptions to the distribution plan.
In anticipation of future needs, some planning has gone into assisting families who will be vacating camps to return
to their former communities to rebuild homes and plant crops. Teams from the PRCS are being trained in
monitoring and assessing beneficiaries, and will maintain contact with these vulnerable groups to obtain early
indications of any unforeseen needs. Beneficiary families are also continuing to rebuild their homes, most of them
in accordance with specifications for earthquake resistant structures, and the Federation / PRCS are working in
cooperation with the Government of Pakistan and other agencies to provide corrugated galvanised iron (CGI)
sheeting and shelter repair Kits to support them in this.

In the meantime, the transfer of a Spanish health emergency response unit (ERU) to the PRCS has proceeded as
planned and, alongside the mobile health clinics working with the water and sanitation teams, continues to provide
valuable basic health care for the local community. The transfer of the ERU will also contribute to the capacity
building of the national society.

The Federation is entering a new phase in the emergency operation. Although there will continue to be monitoring
of the status and needs of a number of the remote mountain communities, the full-scale operation will begin to
scale down the relief phase as the operation moves forward with the recovery planning. However, the operation, it
will still remain essentially a relief operation until the peak of the winter is over. Owing to the changing nature of
the operation, the reporting frequency of the operations update will now be reduced to once per month and it is
foreseen that during the recovery phase, reporting will further reduce to a quarterly basis. There will be a
consolidated report at the six month point.

Cooperation

To enhance consultation and cooperation, the Federation delegation recently engaged a liaison delegate for
interagency coordination. Interagency coordination is growing in importance, as the transition from relief to
recovery moves forward and the nature of the operation evolves over the coming months. The liaison delegate will
play a key role in representing the Federation and PRCS at various meetings on behalf of the operations, the
recovery team, the movement coordinator and the head of delegation. In addition, certain members of staff in
Mansehra, together with their PRCS counterparts, will continue to participate in various cluster meetings and the
joint recovery planning group at field level. The meetings have recently focused on identifying gaps and
opportunities that can be filled by UN agencies, NGOs and the Red Cross Red Crescent Movement.

Red Cross and Red Crescent action - objectives, progress, impact
1. Emergency relief (food and non-food)

Objective: the basic shelter and household needs of 81,000 earthquake-affected families (approximately
570,000 people) in northern Pakistan are met over the next six months, enabling them to start rebuilding
their future.

Progress/Achievements

As of 15 February, the Federation and PRCS relief teams have distributed non-food relief items to 91,485
beneficiary families - 10,485 families above the appeal target.

During the reporting period, the Federation and PRCS relief team have also continued to distribute corrugated
galvanized iron (CGI) sheets and shelter repair kits (SRK) to families seeking to rebuild their homes. Each
beneficiary family receives a standard package of ten CGI sheets and a shelter repair kit, comprising a hammer, a
saw, a hand axe, a pick axe, a spade, a crowbar and nails, all packed in a canvas tool bag. In addition, a roll of
metal wire and a bucket is part of the tool kit. Most families have already constructed wooden frames, which
required ten CGI sheets to complete the frame structure. Unfortunately, the provider of shelter repair Kkits has not
been able to keep up with the delivery of CGI sheets, creating a slight delay in the planned distribution.
Nevertheless an increase in the daily provision of shelter repair Kits is foreseen from mid-February onwards.

So far, the team,
comprising 16 vehicles and a corresponding
number of Norwegian rescue team members/
drivers, has been able to provide relief items to
80 families daily using the Balakot Rubb Hall as
a base for loading. Unfortunately the work of
the Norwegian Red Cross volunteers has also
been affected by the recent security situation,
but it the remaining team is continuing to assist
with planned distributions.

B A Rubb Hall warehouse has also been erected in
~ ' Maira camp, close to Besham, to replace
warehouse space in the basement of a hotel. The
Rubb Hall was erected with assistance of four
Norwegian rescue team members.

Relief distributions like this one help families survive the difficult times
that follow a disaster.

Four PRCS volunteers participated in the four-day, interagency “Rapid Needs Assessment of Service Delivery in
Spontaneous Camps”. In addition, The Federation/PRCS placed a vehicle and a global positioning system (GPS) at
the disposal of the team members.

As mentioned above, the Federation is working closely with PRCS to consolidate and then scale down its relief
operation with a view to moving towards a new recovery phase. The Federation recently engaged a new relief
administrator based in Mansehra, who will work with the relief and logistics coordinators to ensure effective
distribution of relief items during the remaining relief period and will support the recovery coordinator in terms of
any further relief needs that arise during the remainder of 2006. The relief administrator will also help with the
crafting of a final report on the emergency operation for distribution to donors.

2. Emergency health and care

Objective: Some 250,000 earthquake-affected people in northern Pakistan have access to appropriate
quality health care, safe water and sanitation services in the next six months.

Progress/Achievements
Health activities continue providing health and care services to the affected population. The Federation, along with
the PRCS and Red Cross Red Crescent partners have seen 202,866 patients to date in this operation.

The health situation remains stable this week, with no reported outbreaks of major diseases in the districts. The
state of the weather and roads has been conducive to the operations, with only some small interruptions due to the
precautions taken with regard to planned demonstrations. No direct security threats have been experienced.

The Ministry of Health (MOH) is finalizing its health strategy for the next six months, with the support of the
United Nations and other organizations. Three organizations (Afghanistan Medical Relief Team, Abbasin
Foundation and Life Care) requested assistance in providing drugs. Emergency health Kits will be delivered to the
organizations after verification.

In Abbotabad, the Ayub Medical Centre (AMC) is operating at less than 10 per cent of its capacity, as the number
of in-patients has greatly reduced compared to those treated immediately after the earthquake. Further discussions
will continue regarding the proper hand-over of the Norwegian Red Cross donated field hospital, including the
appropriate use of the materials and other items. An action plan for the hand-over decisions has been made and
future plans drawn up. A full inventory of the pharmacy, Rubb Hall, tents and all equipment associated with the
hospital has also been drafted. These lists have been sent to the PRCS, ERUs/mobile clinics and other
Federation/partner national society hospitals to see if they can be well used. The remaining stock will be packed,
sealed and handed over to Aide Medicale Internationale (AMI), including parts of the unit that will be prepared for
any future emergency responses.

A study has also been carried out to understand patients’ perception of the Abbottabad field hospital, with 34
patients interviewed (the collected data has not yet been analyzed). Since it became functional, the hospital has
admitted 273 patients and 205 operations have been performed. Up to 2,483 patients have received psychotherapy
and 3,395 have received physiotherapy. The average bed occupancy rate throughout the operation has been
approximately 70 per cent.

The two mobile health teams in Besham continue to provide good support in and around the areas. The two teams
now include eight health professionals and two drivers. They are working in difficult mountainous terrain and
providing much needed services to remote communities. In recent weeks there has been an increase in attendance
at these mobile clinics. Most of the patients treated by the mobile teams are suffering from respiratory tract
infections and asthma. Health education, using United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) posters, continues to be
an integral part of the teams’ work. In addition to hygiene promotion, lessons concerning the prevention of goitre
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have also been included. Follow up was done regarding the use of female hygiene kits, and during home visits, it
was found that people, especially children, have been using the soap dispensed the week before.

The chairman, secretary-general, and director of operations of the PRCS and the secretary of the North-West
Frontier province (NWFP) visited the Spanish Red Cross ERU team in Balakot. A new team from the Spanish Red
Cross arrived to support the process and the ERU handed over its facilities and equipment to the PRCS. To date,
the Spanish Red Cross ERU has provided medical care to 7,115 patients. Local staff members will be employed to
maintain the running of the facility.

At the French Red Cross ERU in Batagram, the previous team leader has left, however, the remaining French Red
Cross staff is planning to stay on in Batagram for the coming months. The ERU team is operating two mobile
teams that are supporting six different basic health units (BHUS) in the area of Batagram. The ERU team also
visited Maidan camp on request of the World Health Organization (WHO) and the Ministry of Health and
discussions were held with different actors working in the camp (e.g. Relief International) to establish a possibility
for French Red Cross action. The work of the French Red Cross health team will continue after the ERU phase for
the coming few months, and further assessments will made to assess other needs in the area, access permitting. The
ERU team is also engaged in the training of 12 health staff, covering topics such as immunization and mother and
child health care. Further training will be provided in other agreed topics. Since the French ERU and its mobile
teams became operational, the unit has treated 12,162 patients.

The Qatar Red Crescent (QRCS) basic health unit in Bagh (Dholi) is serving a population of 25,000 people,
treating 250 — 300 patients daily. The unit has an inpatient turnover rate of two to three patients daily in their 20-
bed inpatient service and QRCS is working to expand the BHU to 30 beds because of the demand for services. The
BHU also has early psychological intervention (EPI) services and staff is planning to begin mobile health services.
Extra staff for this mobile clinic service will arrive soon. QRCS is now looking for support to purchase a new
vehicle for this service. Since becoming functional on 20 November 2005, the BHU has treated 14,818 patients.

The Turkish Red Crescent in Muzaffarabad has treated 35,548 patients, of which 385 surgeries have been
performed and 561 patients have been admitted. Some 3,560 patients have also been treated by the TRCS’s mobile
health team.

Water and Sanitation:
Water and sanitation activities continue serving communities in Balakot and Batagram, and are expanding
operations to Gari Habibullah. These activities are now focusing more on the transition to the recovery phase.
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In Balakot, the Austrian/Swedish team continues to purify 150,000 litres of water for 15,000 beneficiaries each
day. While in Batagram, the German/Austrian team is still producing 40,000 litres of purified water daily for
10,000 beneficiaries.

Water and sanitation teams are aiming to build 50 latrines per week. They finished 43 latrines in or around
Batagram this past week, taking the total number of latrines in the area to 179. The total number of latrines built in
the Balakot areas is also 179. The teams are now also starting to build bathing facilities and 29 bathing facilities
have been build in Batagram so far. They will also build 18 water reservoirs (water tanks), of which ten are new
and eight are old ones that will be recycled. The hygiene team is distributing one hygiene kit per family, serving
5,131 families (35,917 beneficiaries), with 3,200 kits distributed in Balakot and 1,931 in Batagram respectively.

The main challenge for the Federation and PRCS is to continue motivating PRCS volunteers, who have been
working hard since the emergency phase and to provide them with appropriate direction and support through the
setting up of a water and sanitation department at provincial and national level.

Psycho-social programme (PSP):

In late January, Rozan (a national NGO) carried out supervision in all four locations where the Red Cross Red
Crescent is working (Islamabad, Batagram/Besham, Abbotabad/ Balakot and Gari Habibullah). During the
supervision, there were a number of psycho-education sessions with teachers and other professional groups. A final
work plan for these activities will be worked out with Rozan by the end of February. A variety psycho-education
material has also been developed and will be ready for distribution in the coming weeks.

The second phase of the training for PRCS field workers has been completed, providing psycho-education sessions
and support for different groups of volunteers. Additional topics, such as looking at possible community
mobilization tools were also addressed. All 16 field workers participated in the training and are committed to
continue with this work. A system of surveillance forms has been developed, and statistics on activities, numbers
and age groups of beneficiaries reached are being compiled.

Items like sewing machines, wool and knitting pins,
kits with indoor and outdoor toys for children at
different age groups, sports equipment, craft items
and tools for different vocational training activities,
have been purchased and delivered to different
camps. Incentives for volunteers, such as hats,
shawls, bags and torches, have been bought and will
be delivered in the coming weeks with programme
logos attached. Special *“well-being” Kkits with
underwear, shawls, washing powder, hair shampoo,
body lotion, hair brush, combs, hair clips, mirrors etc.
have been ordered and will be distributed broadly to
beneficiaries to complement the ordinary hygiene
kits. Possibilities of organizing a big distribution of
shoes, fleece jackets, recovery kits and other useful
items with the tools to support the rehabilitation
phase in the communities have been discussed with
the regional representative of the Danish Red Cross.

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In all four camps, a large variety of activities have started and volunteers have been instructed on the management
of these various psycho-social support activities. The PRCS field workers have created a large and stable network
both in and around the camps, which make it possible to advise and refer beneficiaries to different services. In the
coming weeks, the training of volunteers will be further strengthened and activities will be institutionalized in such
a way that the volunteers will be able to run the activities by themselves, with frequent support and guidance from
the PRCS staff.

A new section on the training of relief staff, carried out by Qatar Red Crescent in Bagh and Muzaffarabad has been
proposed and discussed with the Muzaffarabad branch of PRCS and the Federation coordinator. A final programme
will be developed shortly.

Furthermore, it has been decided that brochures developed by Turkish Red Crescent on stress management and
traumatic stress reactions for adults and for children will be reprinted with programme logos and used as
awareness/information tools in the PRCS and Danish Red Cross PSP programme. In the meantime, psychologists
in Muzaffarabad working for TRCS have started three courses on vocational training in the last week.

A baseline study has been prepared in order to measure the impact of PSP activities in future. A draft to extend PSP
activities for 12 months has been prepared and will be send to ECHO shortly.

3. Logistics/IT/Telecommunications

Overall Objective: The ongoing PRCS and Federation relief operation have effective logistical, IT and
telecommunication infrastructure in the operational areas.

Progress/Achievements

IT/Telecommunications:

The Federation is in the process of migrating to a different email system. The IT department has been busy with
account creation, user training and post office transfers in the past two weeks. There have been some delays with
security clearance; nevertheless, standard daily support activities are taking place for the networks and delegate
systems.

The programming of the HF radios continued. The IT department is also conducting coverage tests with the radio
room in Mansehra in order to have better information about the actual operational range of the HF network. The
radio room is issuing daily weather and road reports and, in coordination with the security delegate, they are also in
charge of sending security-related reports. The VHF handheld radios have been handed out to the warehouse and
fleet teams in Mansehra to improve communication and coordination during daily operations.

Logistics:

The operation is now becoming longer-term and the emergency phase is scaling down. This reduction in the relief
operation will also mean a slow down of the logistics activities in the coming weeks. The logistics team is already
looking for a longer-term plan and setup. It is presently working on closing down the main warehouse in Islamabad
and finding a bigger warehousing space in Mansehra.

The two snow mobiles, four belt wagons and 12 all-terrain vehicles have been insured and performed their first
distribution on February 6. Six new heavy vehicle drivers have also been hired for these new vehicles. However, in
the longer-term the Federation will be reducing the number of vehicles in use in response to the scale down of the
relief operation.

The Federation has not renewed the lease on the helicopter, due to a change in needs and a disagreement with the
leasing company over some of their terms. From next week, the Federation will be using the air options of
International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) and United Nations Humanitarian Air Service (UNHAS), who
are able to provide larger tonnage helicopters to transport the CGI sheeting and repair kits now being distributed.
Contracts for this support have been submitted to UNHAS and the ICRC.
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The Federation received relief goods from a total of 198 aircrafts from various countries. It has sent 2,187 trucks of
relief goods to the affected areas since the beginning of the operation.

4, Communication — Advocacy and Public Information

Objective: The needs of the earthquake-affected population in Pakistan are advocated for and the Red Cross
and Red Crescent’s interventions profiled through national and international media coverage.

Progress/Achievements

A BBC crew visited Pakistan during the second half of January. They were provided with briefings, a power point
presentation, photographs, and suggested Red Cross Red Crescent story angles. They were also provided with
contact names and numbers for the ICRC and Turkish Red Crescent colleagues in Muzaffarabad/Kashmir region.
Both teams were interviewed accordingly.

The information delegate is in constant contact with the national media, the UN, NGOs, and IRIN news. All were
provided with new Red Cross Red Crescent photographs after the partnership meeting in January.

An article on PSP activities has been prepared and after input from the Federation, Danish Red Cross and Qatar
Red Crescent teams, will be sent to Geneva to be published on both the Federation website and the Red Cross Red
Crescent magazine as agreed with the media department in Geneva.

The ATV trials have also been closely followed up by the Norwegian Red Cross headquarters and the operations
team in Pakistan. A press release on the ATVs and their contribution to the operation has been sent out and an
information pack will be available shortly. The pack will include; a press release, a video footage for a VNR, and
photographs of ATV’s in action.

Outstanding Needs

¢ Response to the appeal has been steady; however, there is still a need for cash to fully cover operational costs.
Donors are urged to continue to support the appeal, to enable the Red Cross and Red Crescent to remain
flexible to changing needs during the transition phase.

e The following longer-term positions need to be recruited internationally and regionally: recovery coordinator,
finance delegate, hygiene promotion delegate, and logistics coordinator.
